The purpose of the Worship Music Ministry is to equip, encourage, and utilize 

musicians (while imparting the “heart of a worshipper”), to serve the Lord in 

providing music for various areas of the worship ministry at Christian Community 

Church North (CCCN).

At CCCN we consider our Worship Team to be made up of those who lead 

worship on stage each week through the medium of music including: vocal 

team members, soloist and musicians. 

Below you will find several items that will help you understand our process 

and expectations for becoming a part of this team. You will find the Worship 

Team Interview Process, Worship Ministry Application/Interview Form, and 

the Worship Ministry Team Values & Prerequisites.

CCCN Worship Team Interview Process 

 

In order to be considered for a Worship Music Team position at CCCN (Musician, Vocalist 

and/or Soloist), we ask each person expressing interest to complete a three-step interview 

process described below.  This process is designed to help our worship staff to get to know 

you better and to offer you the greatest opportunity for your gifts and passions to be used 

here at CCCN. 

The three steps of the interview process include: 

1)         Take part in a music interview with the worship staff. 

Musical interviews are scheduled by appointment.  Once a date for an  interview is 

set, you will be contacted.  If you respond that you plan to attend the interview, a 

packet for that interview will be sent to you and a specific time set for your 

interview.  The packet will include recording (s) and printed copies of the music for 

your interview and helpful tips on how to prepare. The worship staff, according to 

need, determines the necessity of this type of interview.  Once the musical interview 

is completed the worship staff will file information regarding your interview for 

later reference.  If at any time they determine that there is an opportunity on the 

Worship Music Team that matches your giftedness, you will be contacted.  If the 

staff contacts you, they will most likely ask you to begin to take step two in the 

interview process.  

2)        Complete the Worship Ministry Application/Interview Form and return it to the 

Worship  Music Ministry staff. 

The form should be fully completed and then returned to the Worship Staff at the 

scheduled audition.  If you need additional time to complete the form, you can 

return through the mail or any of the worship staff personally.   Once the 

interview form is received, you will be scheduled to meet with someone on the 

worship staff for a one-on-one talking interview. 

3)         Take part in a one-on-one talking interview with Worship staff. 

Once the musical and written interview is completed you would then be scheduled 

for a one-on-one talking interview with someone from the worship staff.  This time is 

designed to offer the staff the opportunity to get to know you better and for you to 

ask any questions you might have about the ministry and your possible role.  A 

review of the prerequisites and any other expectations will be covered at this time.  

An assignment to a specific team and role would come only after this interview time.  

Conditions of assignments will be individually designed for each team member.

Worship Leadership Team Values/Prerequisites 

The Worship Music Team is made up of the musicians, soloists, and vocal team 

members who lead on stage during our Sunday worship services here at CCCN.  

Being a part of the Worship Music Team at CCCN is one of the most visible 

ministries in the church.  When you are a part of this team, you will be actively 

leading our congregation into worship, either as a band member or a vocalist, and 

your commitment to Christ and His church will be on display during each service 

that you lead.  As you prayerfully consider a possible role on the Worship Music 

Team the following values listed below will help you understand the commitment 

that is asked of our participating team members.   

 Personal Discipleship and Commitment to God’s Church 

1)     A Worship Music Team Member should be a born again, water baptized 

believer, with the evidence of the Holy Spirit at work in their life, being 

consistent in personal prayer and bible reading.. 

2)     A Worship Music Team Member should maintain a positive testimony for 

Christ both in and outside the church and be a regular-attending member of 

CCCN. 

3)     A Worship Music Team Member must complete all three steps of the 

Worship Ministry interview process as described on the document included 

with this packet. 

4)     A Worship Music Team Member should complete the Discovering 

Membership 101 class and sign a covenant to become a member of CCCN. 

5)    A Worship Music Team Member should fully support the vision an goals of 

CCCN, including the faithful giving of tithes and offerings.   

6) A Worship Music Team Member exhibits a teachable spirit remaining open 

to correction, a team-player attitude, and an ability to humbly submit to 

church leadership. 

7)  If married, a Worship Music Team Member has the full support of their 

spouse for involvement in this ministry. 

 



Terms of Commitment and Repeated Terms 

8)     A Worship Music Team Member term lasts for a minimum of one full year 

and willing to go through the process of an annual review/interview for 

continued involvement in this ministry, regardless of current or past 

participation. 

9)     A Worship Music Team Member is willing to “step down” (or, take time 

off) from this ministry if at such a time they are not meeting the above-

mentioned criteria. 

Musical Commitment 

10)  A Worship Music Ministry Team is expected to attend all scheduled 

rehearsals and services assigned to them, and to arrive on time and 

prepared musically and spiritually. Spending personal preparation time 

outside of rehearsals is a must).    

11) A Worship Music Team will continually demonstrate an ability to function 

proficiently in their technical area (or play their instrument skillfully) unto 

the Lord.
