I. Opening stuff

Whose wisdom has really impacted you at this stage in your life?

What insight, principle, or observation from this weekend’s message did you find to be most helpful, eye-opening, or troubling?  Explain.

II. Read James 3:13 – 18

What behaviors or conduct, specifically, would demonstrate “good” wisdom?

In verse 14, James warns not to boast or deny the truth if you “harbor bitter envy and selfish ambition.”   More specifically, what is he warning them against?
Are there any areas of your life right now where you’re experiencing disorder that might possibly be the result of “bad wisdom” as James describes it?

Which of the characteristics of “good” wisdom feel most natural to you?

III. Read Proverbs 9:7 – 12

What is the appropriate response to a “mocker,” or the unwise?

What does this passage add to your understanding of wisdom or someone who is wise?
IV. Closing

After spending the last 4 weeks reading about and talking about practical issues for followers of Jesus, how is your understanding of God different?
Is that being demonstrated by your “good life?”
