Life Group/Discussion Questions

For the week of September 12, 2010

I. Opening

What are you most looking forward to about autumn?
What insight, principle, or observation from this weekend’s message did you find to be most helpful, eye-opening, or troubling?  Explain.

II. Get to know each other
What’s the best group you have ever been a part of (doesn’t have to be a church group!)? What made it so special?

What person/people that you’ve been living life together with has had the most significant impact on how you view God? Explain.

III. Read Mark 14:32 – 42
What does this passage tell you about the relationship between Jesus and the disciples?

Why did Jesus choose a smaller group from among his disciples when he went off to pray?

What temptation do you think Jesus was concerned that they would fall in to in verse 38?
Considering what he was facing, what do you think was going through Jesus’ mind when he found his friends asleep?  How do you imagine they would have felt?

From what you know about the story of Jesus and his disciples, how did this event affect their relationship?

Have you ever experienced something similar to this event with your closest friends?

How did it affect your relationship with them?

What are your biggest concerns/fears/skepticisms about “living life” with a group of people?

IV. Prayer time

Pray that God would help you to find a group of people that make you want to live life together.  That this group would begin to develop Christ-centered, life giving relationships.
