I. Opening

Was there any one thing that you most agreed or disagreed with from the message on Sunday?  What was it and why?

II. Read 1 Peter 4:7 – 11
Why is it important to be clear minded and self-controlled when praying?
How do you know when you are loving one another “deeply?”

How many people do you think you love “deeply” right now?

Why is hospitality an important aspect of living life together?

What is one thing someone might learn about you by being welcomed into your home that they wouldn’t learn otherwise?

What “gift” might you have received for the purpose of serving others, maybe even those in this group?

III. Read 1 Corinthians 12:21 – 26

Do you feel so connected to the church, a Life Group, or a group of friends that if they were suffering, you would suffer?  Or rejoice when they rejoice? 
 If yes, how did that become true for you? If you answered no, why do you think that is?
Is there something that you can do to begin to create that sense of relational connection within your Life Group or with your friends?

What could they do to help you experience that connection?

IV. Prayer time

Pray that God would teach us and give us the faith to love deeply.  That God would continue to develop Christ-centered, life giving relationships in my Life Group.  For family and friends who desperately need to experience these same kinds of relationships.
