For the week of October 17, 2010
I. Opening

What’s the hardest “guilty pleasure” for you to say no to? (ex: chocolate, golf, shopping, etc)

What insight, principle, or observation from this weekend’s message did you find to be most helpful, eye-opening, or troubling?  Explain.

If you were summarizing Sunday’s message for a friend, what would you say in 2 or 3 sentences?
II. Read Luke 4:1 – 13 

Was it necessary for Jesus to be tempted? Why or why not?

What appetites was the devil trying to play on when he was tempting Jesus?

What is notable about how the devil tempts Jesus the second time? What does that teach you about the enemy?
How does Jesus resist the enemy’s temptation? How do you typically respond when you are tempted?

Are there times when you are more susceptible to temptation than others? If you answered yes, how can that recognition help you? What are you willing to do to fight temptation?

What appetites do you find the devil frequently playing on in your life? Are those things inherently bad?

III. Read Hebrews 2:14 – 18
Verse 18 talks about Jesus suffering when he was tempted.  In what ways do you identify with that?
How is Jesus being tempted helpful to you?

When does temptation turn into sin?

IV. Read 1 Corinthians 10:13 
Share with your group a time when you were tempted but you saw God provide you with a way out and you took it.
