Life Group Questions

For the week of October 31, 2010
I. Opening

What chore are you always tempted to put off until tomorrow?

What insight, principle, or observation from this weekend’s message did you find to be most helpful, eye-opening, or troubling?  Explain.
What is one thing from last weekend’s message that you hope we talk about tonight?

II. Read Luke 9:57 – 62
What do you make of Jesus’ response to the first man?

Do the responses of the next two men (v 59, 61) seem reasonable? Why?
Why do you think Jesus responded the way that he did?

Read Matthew 4:18 – 22

How does the response of these disciples contrast with the response of the men in the passage from Luke?

How do you think the disciples’ decision to follow Jesus immediately impacted their relationship with Jesus, in the short and long term?

What things in your life have a tendency to compete with your complete and immediate obedience to God? Are all of those things necessarily “bad”?

What reasons do you hear (or sometimes give) from people about why they put God or church off until later? What advice would you give them?
III. Closing
Which of the giants that we’ve talked about so far – fear, discouragement, temptation, anger, and procrastination – is the biggest issue in your life right now? How can your Life Group pray for and encourage you?
