For the week of November 7, 2010

I. Opening discussion
What class was the biggest struggle for you in school?

What insight, principle, or observation from this weekend’s message did you find to be most helpful, eye-opening, or troubling?  Explain.

Was there anything that you particularly agreed with or disagreed with from Sunday’s message? What was it and why?
In these three areas – family, work, having a spiritual conversation – what are some negative consequences of failure?  What are some of the positive outcomes of failure? How do you typically determine if the positives outweigh the negatives?

How do you respond when someone who “answers” to you fails or doesn’t meet your expectations?  How does your response impact their future behavior or performance?

II. Read 1 Thessalonians 2:1 – 9

What were the writer’s (Paul) specific goals for his team’s visit? What was his grander mission?

What “measurable” would he use to determine success? What things wouldn’t factor into the evaluation of success or failure? 
How do you measure success or failure in the different arenas of your life (marriage, family, work, church, etc)?

How would a shift in the way you evaluate success and failure affect your family? Work? Church?
III. Closing

If you weren’t afraid to fail, what is one thing you would be willing to try for God? Your family? At work?
