For the week of November 14, 2010

I. Opening

What are your Thanksgiving plans? What do you look forward to the most about Thanksgiving?

What insight, principle, or observation from this weekend’s message did you find to be most helpful, eye-opening, or troubling?  Explain.

Was there any one thing that you most agreed or disagreed with from the message on Sunday?  What was it and why?

What are some rationalizations for jealousy that you have heard?
II. Read Romans 13:8 – 14
How does love sum up the commandments listed in verse 9? 

Does it surprise you to find jealousy lumped together with things like drunkenness, sexual immorality, and dissension? Why or why not?

How doe jealousy rate among some of the other Giants we’ve been studying? (fear, discouragement, temptation, anger, procrastination, and failure)

If you were going to give advice to a friend on how to overcome jealousy, what would you say?
What does it mean to “clothe” yourself in Christ? Is it possible to stop yourself from thinking about how to satisfy sinful desires, like jealousy? Explain.  How might greater love for others help you?
III. Read 1 Samuel 18:1 – 16
What are some reasons that Saul would have been jealous of David? What are some other factors that may have contributed to Saul’s reaction to David’s popularity and success?

Do you have some insecurities that could potentially lead to jealousy of someone else? Are there other things that sometime stir up jealousy in you?
If we agree that attempting to spear someone is bad, what are some appropriate ways to deal with jealous feelings you may have towards another person?
