Life Group Questions

For the week of November 21, 2010

I. Opening
What is your favorite thing about yourself? Explain.

What insight, principle, or observation from this weekend’s message did you find to be most helpful, eye-opening, or troubling?  Explain.
Narcissism – noun; inordinate fascination with oneself; excessive self-love; vanity.
How big of a Giant do you think narcissism is for most people? Why do you think narcissism received the most votes in the “Choose Your Giant” election last week?

II. Read Philippians 2:1 – 11
How encouraged are you right now in your relationship with Christ? Would you use words like comfort, fellowship, tenderness, and compassion as the writer does in verse 1? Why or why not?
How is putting the interests of others before your own helpful in battling narcissism? How are you at putting others first? When you do, would you say that you have a healthy attitude about it or is it more out of obligation? Explain.
In the description of Jesus’ attitude in verses 6 – 11, what words or phrases do you think can help to encourage you in your battle with narcissism (or any other Giant)?

III. Closing

What is one Giant that wasn’t covered in this series that you struggle with? What have you learned studying the other Giants that might help you battle this Giant?

Spend some extra time praying with your group this week as we wrap up “Slaying Your Giants.” Pray for each other that you would not grow weary in the battle. Pray that your Life Group would be a place where you can be open and honest about the Giants you face, and that you would be able to encourage, support, and pray for one another consistently.
