I. Opening

What is your favorite childhood memory of Christmas?

What insight, principle, or observation from this weekend’s message did you find to be most helpful, eye-opening, or troubling?  Explain.

Was there any one thing that you most agreed with or disagreed with from the message on Sunday? What was it and why?

II. Read 1 Peter 1:13 – 21
What is the grace that Peter is saying will be given when “Jesus Christ is revealed?” (v. 13) Do you feel like you regularly experience the grace of God?
Do you think Peter uses children in his illustration for a particular reason? Why might he have done that?

Do holiness and purity relate to one another? Explain.

Why is the purity of Christ (v.19) so vital to the redemption of people to God?
III. Read 1 Peter 1:22 – 2:3

How does our being purified through Christ allow us to love one another more deeply? Have you found this to be true in your life? How have you experienced this kind of love from others?

What does it mean to “grow up in your salvation?” Have you noticed growth in your life in the past few months? Have you noticed growth in the lives of people in your Life Group? Share with them how you’ve seen them grow.
What has served as “pure spiritual milk” for you?
